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When a contractor enters the work-site, the following should be covered as a site-specific induction:

· Any site-specific safety procedures
· High risk construction work requirements- viewing of safe work method statements, construction safety awareness card, safety management plan (if required), 
· Isolation procedures- Out of service/danger tags

· Hazards on the work-site that are not readily identifiable eg presence of asbestos, need for portable RCD’s etc

· Location of material safety data sheets

· Contractor to inform council of any hazardous substance being brought on site- use of this to be approved by council

· Reporting procedure for hazards, injury or property damage

· Emergency procedures- evacuation plan and muster point

· Local contacts for hospital, doctor if relevant

· Closing time of local government office/depot
